TOUR NWO04 - VANCOUVER, VICTORIA AND THE ROCKIES

Seven Days Tour

Day 1: Ottawa - Vancouver
Our tour begins with a flight to Vancouver. We meet our local tour guide at the airport who will take us to our hotel. Time
permitting, we visit the downtown core, Chinatown, and Stanley Park.

Day 2: Vancouver - Victoria - Vancouver
